CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 
 
Aim: To promote the skill of creating, 
memorizing, speaking and performing the 
spoken word as a story or poem in honour of 
Bert Davis who acquired this skill somewhat 
to his surprise after retiring from dairy farming 
at the age of 75. 
 
Definitions: 
Spoken word: The creation and delivery of an 
original poem or story from memory not 
exceeding 10 minutes in length. 
 
Organiser:  Maccy Shy Poets in conjunction 
with SA Bush Poets and supported by 
Macclesfield Community Association Inc. 
 
Entries: 

1. Entries to be completed and signed as 
confirmation that the conditions of 
entry are understood and accepted.  

2. Entry fees to accompany the entry 
form and to reach the nominated 
address before the closing date. 

3. Entry fees will not be refunded for any 
reason. 

4. A printed copy of the proposed 
presentation to be supplied with the 
entry form.  

5. The decision of the Judges will be 
accepted without argument. 

6. Presentation and Judging will take 
place at Macclesfield: 

      Sunday 2 April 2017 from 2:30 pm. 
7. Entries to be the sole work and 

property of the entrant. 
8. Entries have not previously been 

published.   
 
Disqualifications: A contestant may be 
disqualified if he/she has not complied with 
the Conditions of Entry or if any performance 
is considered by the Judges to contravene 
any Australian law or risk defamation of any 
individual or organisation.   
 
Cancellation: If the event is cancelled for 
any reason it is agreed that the entrant shall 
not pursue the Organiser or the supporting  
 

 
 
body for recovery of any lost income or 
damages arising from such cancellation.  
 
Applications may be submitted by post or 
email and must include a completed entry 
and payment form together with a printed 
copy of the proposed presentation.
